I know that total means that I have to add up all the cows. First, I need to add two of the groups together. I can add numbers in any order so I need to look to see if there are any addition facts I already know. I know 4 and 6 are number bonds for 10 so 14 + 6 is 20. So now I just need to add the 20 cows to the remaining 7.
Answer: 27 cows









[image: ]The key word is ‘left’, which I know means subtract.
I can take away 17 crayons for Sam, from the 40 crayons we started with. 
We can then subtract 10 more crayons for Kemi.
I can draw out my problem
Answer:  8 tickets
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There are 40 crayons in a box.
Sam takes 17 crayons.
Kemi takes 10 crayons.
