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ENRICHMENT AREAS OF LEARNING

Phonics

This ferm in phonics we will be
consolidating our phase 3 phonemes, and
practising applying them in longer words.
Please look back at last terms homework
in your child's phonic book and practice
these at home. Children will access
phonics in whole class sessions every
morning and again at the end of the day.

Literacy

We will look at a range of traditional
tales such as; The Gingerbread Man,
Little Red Riding Hood and The 3 Little
Pigs.
